LOOK GOOD FOR THAT INTERVIEW

It makes sense to dress your best for the interview, regardless of the dress code at the organization.  If you're in doubt about how to dress for an interview, it is best to err on the side of conservatism. It is much better to be overdressed than underdressed 

Check the tag!  Make sure that you are using the right setting for you garment.

Place the collar flat on the ironing board, WRONG SIDE UP and press from the outer points toward the center of the collar. Turn the collar over and repeat.

Press the sleeves, beginning with the inside of the cuff, then the outside. Hold the collar and the cuffs taut so that they do not wrinkle.  Place the sleeve flat on the board making sure the crease is aligned properly. Drape the shoulder of the shirt over the wide end of the board and iron it.

Lay the back of the shirt flat and press it lightly and quickly. Press the side seams from the inside of the shirt, then the outside.

If the shirt has a pocket, press it now. Then iron both the front panels applying extra pressure between the buttons and along the buttonholes.  Allow the shirt to dry on a hanger in an airy place before placing it in a drawer, closet, or confined space.

WARNING:

 Irons are very hot and heavy; avoid ironing when small children are near, and never leave a hot iron unattended.


Hey! Can I have that hot iron?

Shortcut: 

If you're in a rush or just can't stand to iron another thing, the shower method of wrinkle elimination just may be the ticket: Turn on the shower to the highest heat, let it run a few minutes, and then put your wrinkled garment on a hanger. Let it hang on the pole for a few minutes, shut the water off, and the hot steam should relax the fibers in the item so that the wrinkles steam right out.
