Students who are interested in being Resident Assistants in Weston House are invited to participate in a shadowing program.  The goal of this program is to provide potential RAs with as much hands-on knowledge of the RA job as possible.  The RA candidates will be paired with a current RA to complete the following criteria by February 19, 2003:

Staff Meeting:  Attend one staff meeting of the Weston RA staff.  Meetings are held Monday nights at 9 p.m.  Please tell the RA that you are paired with when you are planning to attend.

Program:  Work with the RA you are paired with to plan and implement one hall program.

Bulletin Board:  Work with the RA you are paired with to plan and complete a bulletin board.

Rounds:  Work with the RA you are paired with to be “on duty” for a night.  You will complete rounds with the RA and if the RA has to respond to situations, you will go too.  Before you can complete this section, you must meet with Heather Goodwin to sign a Confidentiality Agreement. Upon completion of this program, you will have better knowledge of what it takes to be a Resident Assistant at SCAD.  You will receive a button to wear during the Carousel Process that shows all staff members that you have completed these four criteria and have a solid understanding of what the job entails.
